DUAL LANGUAGE/
TWO-WAY BILINGUAL

In this program model, half of the students in the classroom are speakers of their native language and the other half are English speakers, taught by a team
of teachers. Instruction is provided in both languages with the goal that students will become bilingual or biliterate. The program entry grade levels are K1 to
2 and 9 to T1. Students between grade levels 3 and 8 must be assessed by the school in their native language to enter the program.

LANGUAGE SPECIFIC SHELTERED
ENGLISH IMMERSION (SEI)

In this program model, students are all English Learners (ELs) who speak the same native language, taught by teacher(s), and have English Language Development (ELD) Levels 1to 3.

Sheltered instruction is intended to make instruction in grade-level academic content areas more accessible to EL students. The language of instruction is English, with native language
clarification provided when needed (and if possible depending on teacher proficiency in native language). The student also receives English as a Second Language (ESL) instruction, which
is designed to teach English to EL students.

HIGH INTENSITY LITERACY TRAINING
(HILT) FOR STUDENTS WITH LIMITED OR
INTERRUPTED FORMAL EDUCATION (SLIFE)

In this program model, students are all newcomer ELs who are ages 9 or older, have ELD levels 10r 2, are at least two years behind their grade level peers in native language
literacy, and have limited or interrupted formal schooling. Students in High Intensity Literacy Training (HILT) for Students with Limited or Interrupted Formal Education (SLIFE) in
language specific programs will receive instruction in the student's native language while students in the HILT for SLIFE Multilingual program are from various linguistic
backgrounds. Students receive intensive literacy instruction in the native language, and age-appropriate core content instruction in the native language, taught by qualified
teacher(s). Upon exiting this program, students are prepared to enter a Sheltered English Immersion (SEI) program. A waiver is required to enter a HILT for SLIFE program.

TRANSITIONAL BILINGUAL EDUCATION
(TBE) IN MASSACHUSETTS

A Transitional Bilingual Education program is defined in the M.G.L. 71A as, "a program designed to allow English learners to achieve long-term academic success through English-medium
instruction in general education classrooms; provided, however, that the native language of the English learner is used to support the student's development of English and content
learning and is then gradually phased out of instruction as a student's English proficiency increases.” While, unlike SEI programs, native language is used in content to support ELs, TBE
programs are subtractive, because unlike Dual Language programs, native language instruction is gradually phased out of content as a student's English language proficiency increases
and a student is eventually promoted out of the TBE program.

En este modelo de programa, todos los estudiantes son estudiantes que estan aprendiendo inglés y son recién llegados que tienen 9 anos o mas, tienen niveles ELD 10 2, estan al menos
dos anos por detras de sus companeros de nivel de grado en alfabetizacion en el idioma nativo y tienen educacion formal limitada o interrumpida. Los estudiantes en capacitacion de
alfabetizacion de alta intensidad (HILT) para estudiantes con educacion formal limitada o interrumpida (SLIFE) en programas de idiomas especificos recibiran instruccion en el idioma
nativo del estudiante, mientras que los estudiantes en el programa multilingtie HILT for SLIFE y son de diversos origenes linguisticos. Los estudiantes reciben instruccion intensiva de
alfabetizacion en el idioma nativo e instruccion de contenido basico apropiado para su edad en el idioma nativo, impartida por maestros calificados. Al salir de este programa, los
estudiantes estan preparados para ingresar a un programa de Inmersion Protegida en Inglés (SEI). Se requiere una exencion para ingresar a un programa HILT for SLIFE.

TRANSITIONAL BILINGUAL EDUCATION EDUCACIQN BILINGUE DE
(TBE) INMASSACHUSETTS TRANSICION EN MASSACHUSETTS

Un programa de Educacion Bilinglie de Transicion se define en la M.G.L. 71A como "un programa disenado para permitir que los estudiantes que estan aprendiendo inglés logren el éxito
académico a traves de la ensenanza del inglés en las clases de educacion general; a condicion de que, el idioma nativo del estudiante de inglés se utilice para apoyar el desarrollo del
inglés y el aprendizaje de contenidos se elimina gradualmente a medida que aumenta el dominio del inglés del estudiante.” A diferencia de los programas SEl, la lengua materna se utiliza
en el contenido para apoyar a los estudiantes que estan aprendiendo inglés, los programas TBE son sustractivos, porque a diferencia de los programas de lenguaje dual, la instruccion en
la lengua materna se elimina gradualmente del contenido a medida que aumenta el dominio del idioma inglés del estudiante y eventualmente se promueve al estudiante fuera del
Programa TBE.
